Summary:

The perpetrator made one 4-minute and two shorter videos of himself beating a semi-
conscious Jamari while she was strapped in her car seat, including focusing in on her
wounds. He also 22 burned her in a bathtub until her skin peeled off. In addition, an
autopsy showed old healing injuries. Jamari's mother was apparently only living with the
perpetrator for a few weeks. Jamari's autopsy determined that her cause of death was
multiple traumatic injuries due to assault, with external injuries to the face, shoulder,
chest, and right forearm and internal bleeding in the brain. There were lacerations to the
thymus gland, liver, and adrenal gland and fractures to the right ulna and radius.

The perpetrator was convicted of 2nd-degree murder.
Previous History:

The perpetrator had multiple prior convictions for ineligible possession of a firearm.
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
